Five Australian soccer greats – Ted Smith, Jimmy Rooney, Theresa Deas, Edi Krncevic 
and Gary Cole – will launch a new temporary soccer exhibition on Thursday May 20 at 
11.00am in the National Sports Museum at the MCG. 
 
The Global Game draws on the personal archives of leading sports journalists and 
photographers Les Shorrock and Laurie Schwab, bringing together 121 images from 
the late 19th century to the present day.  It includes early news clippings and 
photographs of past and current champions, coaches and fans.
